6.1  Current setting sequence

Set remote current setting mode on power source.
2. Set demended current value with knob [1].

3. Put the transmitter on work piece. Make sure there is good electric contact
between work piece and copper plate [5].

4. Touch the contact pad [3] with bare tip of electrode gripped with electrode holder,
and hold still until end of transmission - LED [4] stops blinking.

Now the current is set and machine is ready for welding.
In order to set other current value, steps 2, 3, 4 must be repeated.
